Application Business Object Reference Information

In column (4), the standard Oracle interface is documented if one exists for facilitating the conversion of a specific business object.  

Note: If a business object is a candidate for conversion, determine whether the business object should be converted programmatically or manually.  The primary determining factor for this decision should be the volume of data being converted.  This information is available in Data Conversion Requirements and Strategy (CV.010).  

“Man” is the key for manual and “Prog” is the key for programmatic.  Refer to the documentation for the software release you are implementing for a listing of standard Application Program Interfaces (APIs) provided.
