Purpose

The purpose of the Performance Test Transaction Models document is to describe the transaction models for use in implementing the performance test scenarios already identified for the <Project Name> performance test.   The scenario decomposition previously performed goes a stage further by decomposing the component business functions into a group of transactions performed by test user roles.   This decomposition takes place for each individual test scenario.   This document defines the transaction models for the scenarios related to <Subject>.

The transaction models detail the individual transactions that compose a particular business function included in a scenario and map the transactions onto test user roles.   Creation of the test user roles takes into consideration the detailed design and implementation of the test and may not have a singular mapping to real business user roles.   The sum total of these test transactions (including inquiries and report executions) will comprise the total processing that will model each performance test scenario.   Completion of the high-level specification of a test transaction model includes definition of the exact transaction rates for each transaction performed by a test user role.

The business analysts on the <Project Name> team have provided estimates for the number of separate system sessions that each business function role will require to perform their work in the new system.   The estimates listed below will connect directly to the test user roles.   There is a technical reason for including this information and simulating these multiple connections in the test.
